I can not tell you how much I appreciate the hard work and wonderful support I received from Trustees Craig Sherman, Mark Birsinger, Matt Elpers and David Landsbaum as well as Scott Russom during the last year.   Scott resigned as a trustee on 1/13/10. We deeply appreciate his service as a trustee for the last two years.   
We are very fortunate to have wonderful people like our trustees living in our subdivision.  They care about each one of our residents as if they were one of their next door neighbors.  I am very impressed.  It is comforting to all of us to have neighbors like this, willing to serve our subdivision. We had a very busy year.  One of the shocks we had during the year was a letter we received dated 3/30/09 from an attorney for the survivors of the late William Schmidt.  He owned this farm property and sold it to the Jones Company in the 1970s.  The attorney located a General Warranty Deed in St. Louis County dated November 21, 1892 showing that the Brockman Family Cemetery located at 16413 Westglen Farms DR was excluded from property transferred to William Schmidt by James H. Brockman.   He had country record changed to reflect the owner of the cemetery as James H. Brockman. This makes it an abandoned cemetery. Trustees asked me to stay on to see if I could help determine who the owner of the cemetery would be now.

Nine people were interred in this cemetery from 1878 to 1914. St. Louis County did a search for survivors of anyone interred there and came up empty.  St. Louis County and the City of Wildwood do not want to own this cemetery.  They sent me to State of Missouri as the state can assign ownership in situations like this.  The state wants to find a solution to the matter.  Its latest attempt is to see if those buried in the cemetery can be disinterred and transferred to functioning cemetery.  The ground on which the cemetery is located would than either become subdivision common ground or be divided up and transferred to adjacent lot owners.                       

With the cooperation of the City of Wildwood we were able to have most of the missing trees replanted on the dirt bank between Fullerton Meadows DR and the Pine Tree Apartments.  There are just a few trees left to be replaced.    The city is working to clean up the area in back of the commercial strip center in front of our subdivision.
